2. Wild cards (* and ?) are useful. If you are looking for an 
ancestor with a long last name. Like Woodworth 
Woodwo* just in case it could be misspelled. You can 
use wild cards in a google search, FamilySearch and 
Ancestry.com. An asterisk looks for any number of 
characters. A question mark, for one character, or 
multiple question marks for specific numbers of 
characters. For example, search for Peters?n to find 
Petersen or Peterson.
